    Chapter 10


    Lottery

    “Alright, I now call this meeting to order.  You have all had a chance to study the plot layout for the land grants.  We’re here to answer any questions.”  Marc pointed to Samantha and the other MacKenzie Discoveries managers.


    “Yes, Cer Bachmann,” Marc pointed to his favorite delegate.  She represented most of the city workers, people who would continue to work in the city, opening shops, or working for businesses.


    “We would like you to review the land grant rules.”


    Marc sighed but knew he had no choice.  Everyone wanted to hear him recite them, even though they were written down.


    “Each colonist who was over sixteen when they joined the colony and has spent two years in a job assignment defined by the city government and MacKenzie Discoveries is entitled to a land grant.  That grant can be a city lot with a shop built on it, a city lot with a house built on it, four hundred hectares of farmland, or eight hundred of ranchland.  The farmland and ranchland will have no improvements.”


    “What about married couples versus singles?”

    “What if someone wants a town lot, but doesn’t want anything built on it?”


    “That is not an option.  You would do better to select a farm grant or a ranch grant and leave it idle or lease it.  We are trying to discourage real-estate speculation.”


    “Except by MacKenzie Discoveries.”


    Marc ignored the comment and pointed to another delegate.


    “What’s to stop someone from turning a ranch into a farm?”


    “Nothing except for the fact that the ranch land is generally hillier, does not have water rights for irrigation, and cannot be cleared of trees.”

    “It’s in the documentation you received.  Ranches must leave the trees in place.  If there is a critical need, they can apply for a permit to remove a tree, but that will require them to replace that tree in another location on their ranch.  The city will aid farmers in removing trees as they expand their fields.”

    “Most land has zoning restrictions.  Ranch land’s zoning restriction is limited water rights and you have to leave the trees in place.  And we will know if you go around killing them to get around the restriction, so don’t go there.”


    “What’s this about no above-ground electrical wires?”


    “You cannot run a powerline from the road’s access point to someplace on your property unless it’s underground.”


    “But what if we need electricity for a barn or something.  We can’t afford to be digging two-mile ditches.”


    “You’ll need to install solar panels and either a battery bank or a diesel fuel cell for backup.”


    “If we have a diesel fuel cell, why do we need solar?”


    “The fuel cell will run backward and generate fuel for the night.  Diesel will be expensive, so you’ll need to decide if solar is cheaper.  The way I calculate it, it would be.”


    “But we could start with the fuel cell then add the solar.”


    “Yes, if you’re trying to save startup cost, that might make sense,” Marc said.


    “Why are parcels 48 through 62 not available for selection?”


    Marc laughed; you couldn’t get anything by these guys.  “Parcels 48 through 62 are adjacent to the city, as I’m sure you noticed.  They are designated for future city growth.  As the city grows, they will be subdivided and made available for selection by the new colonists or used for city buildings.  As I said we’re trying to discourage real-estate speculation.”


    “Why?”


    “Because we don’t want people working back deals with future politicians to buy their land for future city projects, and we want to minimize the cost of government.  The city has been planned out for approximately five hundred thousand inhabitants.  The areas for future suburbs, city auditoriums, schools, and such have been designated.  As the city grows, the land will be made available to the city at no cost or will be allocated as land grants to new colonists.”


    “You mean that you’re not going to allow real-estate developments?”


    “That will be something the city government will have to decide.  As they plan the suburbs, the city will have to decide if they want them developed by a single builder, or will just set the CC&Rs for the community and allow the colonists to coordinate with whoever they wish to build their home.  The government will provide the support to put a starter home on the property.”


    “What’s to stop someone from using government money to build some big mansion as part of their city lot?”


    “The house size the government agrees to fund is preset, if they wish to expand beyond that they will need to fund that themselves.”


    “What about when people want to move, or when their kids want to buy a house?”


    “When people want to move, they have to find a place that’s for sale.  Children who are grown up and want to start out on their own have the choice to work for the colony for two years and receive a land grant.  However, that land grant might not be in this city.  It will depend on the timing and whether this city is still managing land grants.  The next city we plan will not be too far away, and you all have seen how fast our transportation can be.  In fact, they might want to be in a different city from their parents.”


    “What about parks?” Cer Bachmann asked.


    “We have allocated city parks within the city plan.”


    “But what about national parks, game reserves, and things like that?”


    “We have plans to provide for that.  As you know, all future land development will follow this model.  MacKenzie Discoveries will be allocated twenty percent of the land as compensation for starting the city and bringing in the colonists.  The city will be planned out and the land for it allocated.  But when we do that, we will also make decisions on national parks and reserves.”

    “Of course, it is a critical job.  We probably should have designated it sooner.”


    “Then I’ll take it.”


    Another delegate stood up.  “I think MacKenzies is getting too good a deal.  Twenty percent of all the land and first pick.”


    “You might think so.  You’re welcome to apply to fund the next colony.  Of course, you’ll need about twelve billion in cash to start it up, and about two to three billion a year for ten years to get it on its feet, although that two to three billion is partially offset by exports.  We calculate that this year and next year will cost about one billion each.  And you would need to have access to the jump gates and either pay for an expedition to find a planet or buy one from MacKenzies.  What do you think?”


    “You’re still getting a nice deal.”


    “We hope so.  We’re still a ways from breaking even on this colony.  Now any other questions?”


    “How come you get all the mineral rights?”


    “As you well know, that’s not true.  MacKenzie Discoveries owns twenty percent of the mineral rights for the entire planet.  Twenty-five percent goes to the county government, fifty percent goes to the national government, and the landowner gets five percent.”


    “Still doesn’t seem fair, you getting first pick and all.”

    She had invited him to join her for lunch in her day cabin, so she could ask him about the history of Helike.


    “Hello, Princess.  Captain Galanos tells me you would like to know more about our history.”


    “Yes, we’ve just learned a few things that make us curious about your history.  What can you tell me?”


    “What did you learn that makes you curious?”


    “I’ll tell you afterward.  I don’t want to bias your story.”


    “Okay, our records show us starting our civilization on the coast of Spitiva.  Our archeologists have found no records of people living anyplace before that, which gives more credence to the myth about the birth of Helike.”


    “Myth?”


    “Let me tell you more about our history before I tell you the myth.  It will give you a better perspective from which to judge the myth.”


    “Okay, then go on.”


    “Anyway, the first city was named Helike; when we understood what a planet was, we then named the planet Helike after our first city.  There were thirty-two princes of Helike at the beginning.  They divided the city among themselves, but they quickly expanded their realms into the surrounding country.  There was always land, so the princes kept moving farther away from the city so they could claim even more land.  Each of them would have their loyal following, but would attract more people to their land by offering jobs, farms, or land to the people of Helike.”


    “That sounds like the feudal system we had on Earth in our early history.  The people who lived on the lands controlled by the princes, we called them lords, were virtual slaves.”


    “Oh, that is not how it was on Helike.  There was always a prince trying to attract more people to his lands, so they always treated their people well.  They didn’t exactly share their wealth, but they struck a good bargain where their people would have a good life in exchange for living and working for them.


    “The princes built a huge network of roads between their lands to allow them to trade with the other principalities.  Each principality specialized in just a few technologies so trade was essential.


    “During our early history, the principalities were very strong, and their princes were absolute rulers.  They were benevolent, but they set the laws and enforced them.  The laws were similar among the various principalities, but varied based on the personality of the ruling family and the specifics of the technology from which they derived most of their wealth.”
